DISCUSSION

Agenda format – Opening prayer –The board discussed opening meetings with an invocation, and all members agreed to do so.

The board discussed a letter from Grafton High School soccer coach, Lance Knotts, requesting permission to play home games on McKinney Field.  Superintendent Reynolds provided members with the 
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original five-year plan to implement soccer.  Mr. Duckworth announced that with the board’s permission he would abstain from the discussion and any vote on the matter.  Mr. Orville Wright and Mr. Mike Skinner provided the board with a report on field conditions in surrounding counties as it related to the number of events played on fields.  Mrs. Knotts asked if perhaps some soccer home games could be scheduled on the field if conditions permit.  Mr. Whitescarver suggested that improvements be made to the Taylor County Middle School field to accommodate events.  Ms. Ludwick expressed her belief that soccer parents would work with the board to improve the Taylor County Middle School field if soccer could be played there.  Superintendent Reynolds reminded the board that the county youth soccer program was not part of the request before the board and that the board’s program was limited to secondary soccer which is under the control of the SSAC.  Mr. Nestor expressed concern with the board becoming involved in matters that are responsibilities of administrators.  Superintendent Reynolds will have a cost analysis prepared for the board on making improvements to the Taylor County Middle School football field to increase its use for middle school sports and possibly high school soccer.

Relocation of board office – Mr. McDaniel presented the board with an update of the status of the relocation of the board offices and also the costs involved.  

Statutory meeting – The board called a special meeting on August 14, 2006, at 2:00 p.m. for the purpose of setting the 2006-2007 goals.
